ORDINANCE NO. 2009-02-10
An ordinance establishing regulations for outdoor burning within the City limits of Urich, Missouri.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF URICH, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1:  BURNING TRASH, PAPER, WOOD, ETC. PROHIBITED DURING DARKNESS.

a)  It is unlawful for any person to burn, set fire to ignite any trash, paper, wood, grass, leaves, weed’s or any other debris or refuse within the City, during the hour’s of darkness, from sunset to sunrise.

SECTION II:  BURNING TRASH, PAPER, WOOD, ETC. PERMITTED DURING DAYLIGHT UNDER CERTAIN CONDITION’S.

a)  Any open burning shall be constantly attended until the fire is extinguished.  Fire extinguishing equipment shall be available for immediate use,  

b)  The Fire Chief or his designee shall prohibit open burning which will be offensive or objectionable due to smoke or odor emission’s when atmospheric condition’s or local circumstances make such fires hazardous.  The Fire Chief or his designee shall order the extinguishment, by the owner/lessee of the property or the fire department, or any open burning which creates or adds to a hazardous situation,
c)  Open burning of grass, leaves, weeds, or natural vegetation generated upon a land owner/lessee property shall be permitted year round,

d)  A bonfire shall be no more than 10 feet by 10 feet by 6 feet in dimension and shall burn not longer than 5 hour’s.  The size and duration of a bonfire shall only be increased by the Fire Chief or his designee when it is determined that fire safety requirement’s of the situation and the desirable duration of burn, warrant the increase,

e)  Fuel for a bonfire shall consist only of fire wood and be ignited with a small quantity of paper.  The fire shall not be used for disposal of garbage, furniture, bedding, etc. that could cause air contaminants,

f)  Open burning shall be allowed with prior notification to the Fire Chief or his designee are upon receipt of written permission from the jurisdictional EPA authority, provided that any condition’s specified in the permission are followed, for:  disposal of hazardous or toxic material where the EPA determines that there is no practical alternative method of disposal, instruction in methods of fire fighting or for research in control of fire’s, in emergency or other extraordinary circumstances research in control of fire’s, in emergency or other extraordinary circumstances for any purpose determined to be necessary by the EPA, disposal of landscape waste other than residential and agricultural waste, and recognized agricultural or horticultural management purposes to maintain or increase the quantity or quality of agricultural or horticultural production.  When jurisdictional EPA written permission is not applicable, the Fire Chief or his designee shall give written permission only after it has been determined that approved fire safety requirements and emission standard’s are to be met.

SECTION III:  FALSE FIRE ALARM’S PROHIBITED.

a)  No person shall maliciously turn in or cause to be turned in a false alarm of fire.

SECTION IV:  RESERVED FOR FUTURE USE.
SECTION V:  PENALTY.

a)  Each and every person violating any provision of this Section shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00) or imprisonment in jail for not more than three (3) months, or both such fine and imprisonment.
This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage and approval.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provision of the ordinance are hereby repealed.
